May 8", [18]97

Dear Mr. Graetz

Enclosed the contract returned and stamped.

Have received your telegram yesterday evening & immediately forwarded it to Moeller.
Will see him on Monday regarding Russia. | saw yesterday a Viennese lamp that burns
well & does not [flare up], but air draft lamp ... [text line illegible] ... should inform you
about all details. Among other things, this Vie[nnese lamp] has an adjustment to raise and
lower the mantle height secured through a toothed rack and pinion, also [there is] a flat
instead of a round wire as the mantle holder. Both [features] appear to me worthless
patent claims, but as you already know, one can obtain a patent for everything in
England.
