




SF Bk2 German letter 36 (translated by Heinz Baumann) 
 
June 25th, [189]8 
 
Dear Mr. Graetz, 
 
I assume that you are in the possession of my letter [“Rimesse”?], I inform you that I 
have immediately written to Faithful & Osren regarding the American patent & warned 
these gentlemen not to transfer this patent to Era Co1 until this company has made the 
payment of £ 3000.-. In return I received the enclosed letter that indicates that Era Co. 
claims the right to obtain additional patents for all other countries. I answered that when 
the Era Co. doesn’t pay anything for the American one, it will have no rights there etc. 
etc. I am confident that I can now arrange this business for you and will propose to take 
half in cash & half in shares. Do you agree with that? You should send a telegram by 
Monday morning at the latest.  
 
According to the contract and based on the choice of the directors, you can receive £ 
5000.- in shares. You can’t sue. It is too complicated and too expensive. Anyhow, the 
entire business is entangled. If the people will offer you instead of £ 3000.- only £ 1500.- 
& no shares for the American patent, I would still take it.  
 
On Monday, you need to send me a telegram with your authorization to settle this affair 
according to my judgment. This is the simplest way & then I can proceed.
